� $20,000,000 in statewide funds currently 
available

RMDZ Loan Program Overview
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� Buy machinery and equipment
� Leasehold/Site improvements
� Land  (capped at $500,000)
�Working Capital
� Loan origination fees

Use of Funds
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� Applicants may borrow up to 75% of the cost of 
a project, for a maximum loan amount of $2.0
million

� Maximum term of a loan is 15 years if secured 
by commercial real estate.  Maximum of 10 years
if not secured by commercial real estate

� Interest Rates are fixed for the term of the loan
� Interest rate through June 2009 is 4.00 %
� Interest Rates are set by the CIWMB semi-

annually
